The Board of Directors of the Elk Stream Ranch Property Owners Association (ESRPOA) conducted its regular meeting via conference call on November 15, 2006.    Keith Payden, President called the meeting to order at 4:05 pm MST.  Attendees included Keith Payden, Ham Lake MN; Doug Hoover, Mancos CO; and Jim Fritz, Phoenix AZ.  The topics of conversation were as follows:

· Upcoming Board Meetings.  The ESRPOA Board discussed schedule/organization for the upcoming monthly meetings.  The Board will target upcoming monthly meetings (conference calls) for the third Wednesday of every month.
· Design Review Committee activity.  Since the Annual Property Owners meeting of Aug. 12, 2006; the Design Review Committee(DRC) has received two requests:

· The Jon and Kate Zuzy wish to create a more clear access to their Lot 16 property by adding a cleared, bladed path to the center of their lot.  The DRC is awaiting a finalized signed application.
· Steve and Gem Boone have requested to move their building envelope.  Again, the DRC is awaiting a signed application for the change to the building envelope.

· Clean up of Julia Bennett Property.  In the August time frame, Julia Bennett (owner of Lot 27) sent a letter to the Board indicating she had hired an attorney to respond to her receipt of an invoice for $995 from the Board for the clean-up of Ms Bennett’s Lot 19.  Ms. Bennett has received numerous communications from the Board over numerous years requesting that she clean-up her property in compliance with ESRPOA CC&R’s.   Earlier this year (2006) the Board sent a communication to Ms. Bennett that if Ms. Bennett failed to clean-up her property, the Board would authorize a clean-up and bill her accordingly.  Ms. Bennett failed to clean-up; the Board took action for the clean up of Lot 29 and billed Ms. Bennett.  As a follow-up, Doug Hoover recently sent Ms. Bennett’s attorney a substantive portfolio of all documentation related to communication with Ms. Bennett relative to the clean-up of her property.  We are awaiting a response from Ms. Bennett’s attorney.
· Lot 19 Dispute.  As a follow-up to the Lot 19 dispute between the ESRPOA Board and Art and Betsey Krill, owners of Lot 19; the Board is awaiting feedback from our ESRPOA attorney.  Keith will contact the attorney to request an update on the status of our dispute with the Krills’.  
· Budget Report.  Discussions related to 2006-7 budget were deferred until next Board meeting, scheduled for December 13, 2006
The meeting was adjourned at 4:35 pm MST.
