 Regular Meeting 

May 24, 2006

The Board of Directors (BOD) of the Elk Stream Ranch Property Owners Association (ESRPOA) conducted its regular meeting via conference call on Wednesday, 

May 24, 2006.  Keith Payden, President, called the meeting to order at

4:05 p.m. MDT/5:05 p.m. CDT.  Attendance included: Keith Payden in Minneapolis MN, Jim Fritz in Phoenix, AZ, and Louise Lawson in Mancos, CO.  Guests included Richard Risk, Mancos, CO.

Old Business:

CC&R Review Per Senate Bill 100.
Keith Payden reported that Philip Walters has prepared a summary of his proposed approach for proxy voting and an approach for secret voting, if requested by members, in regards to the upcoming annual meeting.  Keith will circulate the summary to the BOD for review and comments.  

Property Management Committee:

Road Repair.  Keith Payden will contact Barry Stone to determine the road repair schedule for lifting Road 46 this spring.

Fire Mitigation.  Barry Stone has solicited bids and received estimates from four fire mitigation contractors for trimming work that needs to be done along Road 46 and G3 this spring.  The mitigation will reduce new and or/old growth near and along Road 46 to allow safe passage in the event of a wildfire.  The selected bid is from Affordable Fellers at a cost of $2,070.  The work is scheduled to be completed in late May or early June. 

Weed Management.  Louise Lawson and Richard Risk report that their tour of the roadways on May 23, 2006 indicates that, in their opinion, the cheat grass growing along the roadways is worse than it has been in previous years.  Louise has requested Mike Delaney of Tres Mesas Spraying for his opinion as to possible spraying options.

Mike Delaney contacted Jennifer Vollmer, Ph.D. of the BASF Corporation, which manufactures Plateau, the main ingredient of its Journey product, which Mike applied last fall along the ESRPOA roadways to reduce the cheat grass population.  Mike reported back that Jennifer recommends that the Association mow the ditches and roadways to reduce the flammability of the cheat grass because it is not an optimal time to spray.   She then recommends that we again spray the roadway ditches in August, hopefully before late summer or fall rains enable the seeds to germinate.  She also recommended that the August spraying be a “hot” application consisting of Journey (consisting of Plateau and Roundup, plus an additional dose of Roundup, and mentholated oil.  The Roundup and oil are intended to kill already emerged cheat grass plants.  Mike estimates the cost of the roadway spraying to be between $750 and $1,000.

The consensus of the BOD is to schedule the roadway spraying for August and work with Mike to spray at an optimal time to produce the best kill of emerged cheat grass plants.

Grazing.  Johnny Tom moved his sheep/goat herd into the Canyon the evening of April 30th.

Design Review Committee (DRC):

Krill Property (Lot #19).  The BOD discussed recent communications between Nancy Argo of the law firm of McDaniel, Baty, Miller, Agro, & Robbins, L.L.C. and Jim Fritz, Chairman of the Design Review Committee.  Via their attorney, Art and Betsy Krill are requesting that when the current structure is remedied, that they be allowed to use the building for storage.  However they no longer plan to build a residence on the site.  The BOD believes the Krills’ request conflicts with the Association’s CC&Rs that restrict the use of landowner properties to agricultural and/or residential purposes only.  Jim Fritz will apprise the Krills’ attorney that neither the BOD nor the DRC believe they have the authority to grant their request. 

Other Business:

Annual Meeting Preparation.  Keith Payden will draft a preliminary agenda for the upcoming annual meeting of the membership.  Louise Lawson will prepare an initial 2006-2007 budget for discussion at the next BOD meeting.  She will also request Richard Risk et al to submit their proposed amendment for increasing the minimum square footage of future residences in the Elk Stream subdivision.  Keith will solicit interest from the membership to fill vacancies on the BOD and its committees.  He will also follow-up with Barry Stone, Chairman of the Property Management Committee, for additional information about planned projects for next year especially as it concerns the development of a community wildfire plan. 

Next Meeting.  The next regular meeting of the BOD is scheduled for Wednesday, June 14, 2006 at 4:00 p.m. MDT/5:00 p.m. CDT.
