November 2, 2005

The Board of Directors of the Elk Stream Ranch Property Owners Association (ESRPOA) conducted its regular meeting via conference call on Wednesday, 

November 2, 2005.  Keith Payden, President, called the meeting to order at 5:12 p.m. MST/6:12 p.m. CST.  Attendance included:  Keith Payden in Minneapolis MN, Jim Fritz in Phoenix, AZ and Louise Lawson in Mancos.

Keith Payden will follow up with Jon Zusy, a member of the ESRPOA and an attorney seeking Colorado licensure, to determine his proposed scope of work and associated fees if the ESRPOA requests Jon to review its legal documents for compliance with Colorado’s new regulations governing homeowners’ associations.  

Keith Payden will contact Tom Brown, the immediate past President of the ESRPOA, to obtain copies of his correspondence with Julia Bennett, a lot owner in the ESRPOA, regarding the post-fire cleanup of her property.  Assuming the correspondence is in good order, Keith will authorize Cecil Thurman to complete the clean up work and invoice Julia Bennett for the work.  Should Julia not pay the invoice, the ESRPOA will compensate Cecil for the work and file a lien against Julia’s property.

Keith Payden will contact Barry Stone regarding the redrafting of a letter to the Elk Springs Property Owners Association regarding the conditions for its members to enter and access ESRPOA properties and roadways.

Louise Lawson will prepare the Annual Meeting mailing for distribution to the ESRPOA membership.  The mailing will include a letter from the President, Keith Payden, the minutes and attachments from the Annual Meeting held on Saturday, August 13, 2005, and an updated ESRPOA membership directory.

Louise Lawson will draft a weed management plan for the Association based upon the recommendations that Jennifer Volmer, Ph.D. made during her presentation at the Annual Meeting on cheat grass control.

Keith Payden will contact Barry Stone, Chairperson of the Property Management Committee regarding the investigation of alternative materials and/or funding to offset or reduce the costs of rebuilding/maintaining our roadways.  One option includes appointing a committee to look into these alternatives.  Philip Walters and Ron Trujillo offered to sit on such a committee during discussions at the Annual Meeting.  The BOD agreed that any recommendations from the Property Committee, or a subcommittee, are needed by mid-January of 2006 so they do not interfere with the ESRPOA’s scheduling of planned road repairs for the spring of 2006.

Louise Lawson will contact Steve Myers, the USDA Range Specialist for his opinion regarding grazing cattle in 2006.  Currently we expect Johnny Tom to again graze his sheep/goat herd for approximately two months in the spring of 2006.

Keith Payden will draft a tentative schedule of BOD meetings for the upcoming year.  In general the BOD will plan to meet approximately every other month with the next meeting to be scheduled for early January.
