· PMC – The board discussed unauthorized use of Jim Fritz’s land as a corral and destruction of his fences by the sheep herder and decided that the PMC should write a letter to Johnny Tom covering the following;
· Using fenced in property that is located around residences to keep out live stock is not permitted 

· Owner permission must be obtained first before using fenced in property as corral.

· Repair or restitution of the damaged fence should be made for the Fritz’s property

· Following a discussions of easement rights of the in holders Obey and Daulton a Motion was made and approved to Spend up to $500 to research the easement documents for these properties. During the week of the annual meeting Board members will start this research at the County offices in Cortez.
· After some discussion, the Board is requesting that the PMC change the Gate Code after the annual meeting and inform Elk Springs also. · The Board recommends that Alan Scott be nominated for the new Board position.
· Barry will write a letter to the state requesting a time  extension for the Wild Fire Mitigation Grant.
