DRC Policy on Temporary Electric Fences

Temporary Electric Fences will be allowed under written waiver of CC&R 4.11 prohibiting temporary structures and written waiver of the material guidelines of DRC Rule 5.8 for the purpose of livestock control, either containing, or excluding.  Application must be made to DRC in writing with $60 fee.  Such fences may be erected with written DRC approval if the following conditions are met:
1)         The electric fencing is not erected along property lines or road easement lines.  A 50 foot setback must be maintained unless the fencing is being used as a cross fence to an existing approved permanent fence.  This is an aesthetic consideration for allowing waiver of above cited covenants and rules.
2)         The electric fencing is kept in a neat appearance, with regularly spaced, plumb posts, and materials shall be in good condition. [CC&R 4.05]

3)         The electric fencing should not be highly visible from the road.  [If low visibility materials, such as dark green electric fence tape, are used, and the fence is either a) set back more than 100 feet from the road easement edge, or b) is substantially screened by woods, or c) if it is behind a permanent wood rail fence, it shall be deemed to be “not highly visible”.]  This is an aesthetic consideration for allowing waiver of above cited covenants and rules.
4) The fence must be operated in a safe manner.  No “weed burner” fence chargers allowed.  In granting this authorization, Elk Stream Ranch Property Owners Association and its Design Review Committee (ESRPOA/DRC) assume no liability for any damages or fires caused by said fence, or its operation.  The fence owner will indemnify and hold harmless ESRPOA/DRC from any liability for any damages or fires caused by said fence or its operation.  It is the fence owner’s responsibility to see that ignitable materials (including but not limited to: grasses, leaves and weeds) are kept away from charged fence parts, and that the fence charger and its components are in safe operating condition.  Inspection by ESRPOA/DRC shall NOT be construed to be an acceptance of liability for any damages or fires caused by said fence or its operation. [CC&R 4.09 & CC&R 10.08]
5)         The fence will be periodically moved or removed.  No electric fence is to be left in place for more than 12 months.  Electric fences are not intended to act in the stead of an approved permanent fence.  This is an aesthetic consideration for allowing waiver of above cited covenants and rules.
6)         The area the fencing will be used in and the amount of fencing to be used within that area will be documented in the application and the written approval by the DRC.  [DRC 3.1B] The applicant may move the fence within the approved area without further written application. 
7)         DRC representatives may enter the property to periodically inspect the condition of electric fencing to determine compliance with these requirements.
8)         Approval of temporary electric fencing shall expire after 12 months unless written request for a 12 month extension is made by the applicant.  No fee will be required for such extension.  
9)       The DRC retains the right to withdraw or modify such approval in the future in the interest of preserving the aesthetic character of the subdivision.
 
The DRC shall have the power to determine compliance with these conditions, and reserves the right to modify or rescind this policy.”
